Deer Park FFA Booster Club Livestock Trailer

Guidelines for Use 

1.) Written Request for use of the trailer must be given to the Booster Club President (rackleyk@zhi.com) at least one week prior to the dates needed (if possible). This is to include the exact dates and times you will need the trailer. Requests can also be given to the Vice President in the absence of the President.

2.) The use of the trailer will be on a first come first serve basis. 
3.) Request will only be granted to a responsible party eighteen years or older who is a current Booster Club Member. No-one under the age of eighteen will be permitted to haul the trailer. Any violation of this will result in the loss of these privileges for the violating family.

4.) The person requesting the use of the trailer will be the responsible party. The Deer Park FFA Booster Club will not be liable for any fines, toll road fees or damages incurred while the responsible party is in possession of the trailer. You will be required to sign an agreement of responsibility for the trailer accepting responsibility for any fines, toll road fees, and/or damages incurred while using the trailer. 

5.) Along with signing an agreement of responsibility, a copy of the responsible party’s financial responsibility (insurance) and Driver License will be required.

6.) Emergencies are inevitable, however an Agreement of Responsibility, and a copy of the responsible party’s financial responsibility (insurance) and Drivers License will be required.

7.) Anytime using the toll road is necessary, you must not take the trailer through the EZ-Tag Lanes. You must pay for the Trailer anytime it is hauled on a toll road. Personal EZ-Tags are set up for your vehicle only and may not pick up the trailer.
8.) The trailer must be returned cleaned and in the same condition as it was borrowed.
9.) The Booster Club is responsible for maintaining the trailer. If anything on the trailer is defective or unsafe you must notify the Booster Club President or Vice President before removing the trailer from the Deer Park FFA Facility. This includes tires, lights, etc… 
Again any fines, toll road fees, or damages incurred will be the responsible party’s responsibility. Fines, toll road fees, or damages not paid or fixed will result in the loss of these privileges for the violating family.
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
