Tack / Feed / Hay Storage
There will not be a locked location for you to store your tack, feed, or hay at the facility.  There are several storage buildings that are used for storing feed/hay/supplies.  The Ag Teachers when necessary will assign storage Container Space.  
Storage Boxes may be NO BIGGER THAN 30’’ deep x 60’’ wide x 72’’ tall.
Animal Health

 
 The Ag Center will provide monthly deworming for all Cattle, Swine, Lamb, and Goat.  FFA Advisors will help diagnose and treat animals as needed, but you may have to contact a Vet for other medications.  All medications should be given according to label and Veterinarian directives.  You are expected to maintain your animal’s health at all times to prevent the spread of infection in the facility.  If your animal shows signs of sickness, you should take immediate actions.  We will not relocate sick animals to a quarantine area.
INVOICES

Once all stalls are assigned you will receive an invoice by email, from the Ag Dept. for your stall fee.  You are not allowed to move an animal into the barn until all fees are paid.  
The deadline for payment is March 5th.  If your payment is not received by the deadline, your stall will be awarded to the next person on the stall waiting list.
Full refund is available if requested before April 2nd  

No refund available if requested after May 7th.
